Strategic Business Unit
Objective 

Appointment of AHTA – Strategic Business Unite (SBU) in Asian Countries to represent AHTA and establish AHTA Affiliate Centers - Offering AHTA programs and Awards

Strategic Business Unit - Minimum Requirements 

To be appointed as AHTA – SBU, following are the minimum requirements that have to be fulfilled by a potential SBU.
1. Must be a registered company / enterprise or foundation
2. Must have an operating administration office

3. Must have personal with academic background / college degree

4. Strong networking and marketing skills and experience

5. Independent and self motivate team with strong administration and


management skills.

Strategic Business Unit – Business Strategy 

Objective: Establish AHTA Affiliate Centers
1. AHTA – Strategic Business Unit must network with local education and training center offering hospitality and tourism programs by making appointment directly or indirectly to meet the center principles or owners.

2. Call friends whom currently operate training center that offer hospitality program or to introduce AHTA program to center that do not offer hospitality and tourism program.

3. To network and organize venture and grow meetings to introduce AHTA opportunities, academic and training programs

Note:

1. AHTA-SBU is appointed to undertake the following activities to ensure the implementation of AHTA standard operating procedures.

2. AHTA Strategic Business Unite (SBU) is required to forward progress report every month to AHTA corporate office. 
3. To maintain AHTA - SBU status, a SBU must maintain (5) five AHTA Affiliate Centers under its operations – Terms and Conditions as per AHTA - SBU agreement.

4. Commission of 20% + 5% (admin cost) of fees received by AHTA is payable to AHTA authorize SBU

Termination

The appointment of SBU can be terminated under the following conditions.
Either party may terminate this Agreement by notice in writing to the other in any of the following events:-

1. The other party fails to remedy any breach of this Agreement after notice of 3 months in writing; such as maintaining 5 affiliate centers / SOP and quality standards of AHTA.
2. The other party makes an assignment for the benefit of its creditors, or a liquidator, manager, insolvency administrator or receiver appointed to the company or to any of its assets; of which the other party will not be liable or be held accountable.  

3. The other party assigns or attempts to assign its rights under this Agreement without prior written consent.
4. All fees due must be forwarded to AHTA as agreed, failure to do so after three (3) reminders or forty five (45) days notice will lead to SBU immediate termination.

1. AHTA membership certificate is inclusive of fee for program 3,4,5,6 and 7 only
2. Commission of 20% + 5% (admin cost) is payable to AHTA authorize SBU.

3. Commission payable for Executive Diploma RM500.00 per student

4. AHTA student life membership fee RM 150.00

5. AHTA professional life membership fee RM 250.00

AHTA Affiliate Center - Minimum Requirement
1. Local Ministry Of Education or relevant government agency approval – 

Minimum standards for Hospitality and Tourism program  
2. Facilities to offer AHTA programs as required
3. Qualified, experienced and trained academic and admin faculty

4. Affiliate center must overtime support AHTA poverty eradication through training and education by recruiting ten (10) underprivileged students per year by providing free or discounted program fee.  

AHTA Moderation Process
1. Upon a center appointment as AHTA affiliate center, AHTA moderation team will make the visit to the center and conduct a (3) three – (5) five days training program on AHTA system and moderation procedures for the center admin and academic team.

2. The affiliate center is required to appoint an AHTA program coordinator whom will report and communicate directly with AHTA academic Manager and Registrar.

3. The coordinator is require to ensure that 50 percent of program fees is made payable to AHTA authorize account within 30 days (Upon confirmation receipt payment AHTA will than issues the students life membership number and acceptance letter) of the registration and balance 50 percent upon completion of program.
4. The AHTA registrar will only issues award upon receiving full payment and confirmation of student’s completion of program by AHTA Academic Manager in writing.

5. AHTA program moderation process is as follow:
5.1 The subject lecturer is require to forward to AHTA subject question paper and marking scheme to AHTA academic manager minimum (14) fourteen days before exam date via soft copy.
5.2 Upon completion of examination, the coordinator is require to forward soft copy of students name, membership number and marks per subject to AHTA academic Manager within 14 days of examination date vie e-mail to: ahta@asianhta.org
5.3 AHTA academic manager upon receiving the final student marks sheet will forward the document to the academic team for verification, if the academic team requires further information; the academic manager will request the center coordinator to forward a scanned copy of specific student question papers for moderation – must be forwarded within (10) ten working days to AHTA.  

5.4 The registrar will forward student award, single subject award and transcript to the center coordinator only upon receiving written confirmation from the academic manager. 

ATHA Affiliate Center Visitation 

1. AHTA moderation committee of one or two person will make a yearly center verification visit of which flight travel will be bear by AHTA and all other local travel, food and accommodation is will bear by AHTA SBU or Affiliate Center.
2. AHTA center verification visit will be for duration of (3) three working days and to a maximum of (5) five working days if required.

3. Upon successful center verification, AHTA Affiliate Center certification will be renewed and awarded the center. 
4. If a center does not meet AHTA minimum standard requirement, the center will be given in writing the necessary updates for implementing before AHTA Affiliate Center appointment be renewed.

Termination of Affiliate Center Status

1. A center can and will be terminated as AHTA Affiliate Center if the above mention terms and conditions are not followed as per AHTA requirement. 
2. AHTA will give in writing the necessary updates to the center for implementation and state the time line of minimum (6) six months for the center to comply, failure to do so will result in center termination without further notice. 

Minimum Student Number

1. An Affiliate Center is required to register a minimum of (30) thirty students for AHTA recognize program for the first year and (50) fifty students for consecutive years.
Entire Agreement

1. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties concerning all matters set forth.  This Agreement supersedes all previous discussions, correspondence and writings between the parties or any of them and between their legal and other advisers.

Relationship

1. All parties agree that the relationship between them is that of independent association and not that of agency, partnership, joint venture or otherwise.
